Entries can be received up to 6pm on Friday 29th April 2016.

You must be available on the following dates:
· Wednesday 13th July 2016 in London.
· Week commencing 10th October 2016 in Manchester.
Consent:
The Parent/Guardian consent form MUST be filled in and submitted with the story entry! We can NOT accept any other type of written consent.
A teacher can NOT give permission on behalf of a Parent/ Guardian.
Grandparents can NOT give permission on behalf of a Parent/ Guardian.
We must receive your Share a Story entry before 6pm on Friday 29th April 2016!
